Meeting Minutes—December 18, 2021—South Branch Kokomo Howard County Public Library
Commander Travis LeMaster opened the meeting at 12:00 PM. Chaplain Larry Myers gave the invocation; while Commander LeMaster led the American Creed and the Pledge of Allegiance.
Members present were: Matt Elkin, Alan Teller, Travis LeMaster, Larry Myers; Merrell Kenworthy, Srephon Hagman, and Drew Godby.
Old Business:

The Commander gave a few minutes for everyone to read the November 20, 2021 Minutes. Matt Elkin made a motion to accept the minutes as written; seconded by Merrell Kenworthy; passed. Alan Teller gave a brief report on the Gettysburg Remembrance Day. Treasurer Matt Elkin gave the treasurers report. He also led a discussion on the 2022 Budget. Alan Teller made a motion to accept the budget as presented; Drew Godby seconded; passed.  The Cannon Cleaning Schedule was discussed: Dec. Matt Elkin (Drew Godby will accompany Matt), Jan. Matt; Feb. Stephon; Mar. Drew; Apr. Alan. Drew reported no school in Howard County responded to naming the “cannon mannequin”. He will check out Tri-Central(?). There were no GOs to hand out. The possibility of a Camp Flag was discussed. It was determined it should be 4’ x 6’ with fringe. Alan m

made a motion to buy a camp flag; Drew seconded; passed. Alan made another motion the current Camp Commander should take stewardship of the camp flag; Drew seconded; passed. Commander Travis said he had contacted the officials in Blackford Co. about the Last Soldier Ceremony. He also said he would contact the officials in Warren County, since Alan had not contacted anyone about the Last Soldier Ceremony.

Buried in the Highland Cemetery, Williamsport, Warren County, Indiana  on Sunday, May 29, 2022 at 2:00 PM. Blackford County, James Augustus Alfrey, Private, Co. I, 132nd Volunteer Infantry (100 days, 1864) (11/1/1845 – 8/10/1938). He is buried in the Hartford City Cemetery (also known as the IOOF Cemetery), Blackford County Indiana, Sunday, Sept. 11 at 2:00 PM)

The other committee members were Drew Godby and Merrell Kenworthy. Larry Myer reported the committee met and audited the Treasurers books and everything was found to be proper and correct.

Matt made a motion to accept the slate as offered; asking the Secretary to cast one vote for the slate; Merrel seconded; passed. The secretary did as instructed. Merrell installed the officers for 2022.

 Drew will talk to the library about saving the names on the camp charter. The “First Friday” in May, the 6th, we will participate with the Kokomo Downtown First Friday project. Our table will be at 208 N Main in front of Matt Elkin’s office.

The meeting was adjourned and closed by Camp Commander Travis LeMaster at 1:25 PM.
